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2010 Chelsea Area Fire Authority  (CAFA) Contract Extensions   

In response the CAFA Board’s request, I have prepared for signature or signature & approval three 
Dexter Township/CAFA contracts as follows:  

1. The period of March 1, 2010 through May 31, 2010.  CAFA approved this contract on 2‐18‐
2010 and the Board approved it on 2‐22‐2010.  The monthly installments of this contract are 
the same as the original 2009‐10 contract.   

2. The period of June 1, 2010 through June 30, 2010.  CAFA approved this contract on 4‐15‐
2010 and the Board approved it on 4‐20‐2010.  The monthly installments of this contract are 
the same as the original 2009‐10 contract.   

3. The period of July 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010.  The Board approved this contract on 
4‐20‐2010 and CAFA deferred action on this extension period on May 20, 2010 pending 
receipt of a copy of the contract.  Chief Payeur provided me updated 2009 man‐hour data 
prior to my drafting this contract.  The man‐hour data is used as the basis for calculating 
following years’ contribution level under terms of the old contract.  Accordingly, the monthly 
installments for this contract extension have been updated (and increased) from $ 5,377.89 
to $5,924.66.   

The first two contract extensions were approved by both parties as a straight “extension” of the 
original 2009‐10 contract.  Since “Appendix A” of the original contract outlined a specific monetary 
contribution, the same contribution was technically approved in the extension.  However, it is 
certainly appropriate (and fair) to use the updated data to determine our contribution under the 
extended contract which is why I prepared the latest extension using the updated data.  I did not use 
the new data for the first two extensions as CAFA has invoiced and we have already paid based on 
the old data.  When the CAFA Board has a chance to examine all of the contracts, they may request 
that we pay the difference in the monthly installments for first two extensions.  I would support that 
request as a matter of fairness and gesture of goodwill.  The total difference for the four‐month 
period amounts to $2,187.08.   

July Board of Review  

The July Board of Review (BOR) is scheduled to meet on Tuesday, July 20, 2010 at 3:30 p.m.  The July 
BOR is authorized to rule on the following items:

Dexter Township Master Plan Updates 
At a Special Meeting of the Township Board on June 9th, the Township Board reviewed the draft Master Plan prior to taking 
action on distribution. The Township Board remanded the draft Master Plan to the Planning Commission and asked the 
Planning Commission to consider the Board’s comments. I am in the process of writing a summary of the comments to the 
Planning Commission. I will distribute the summary to them at their June 22nd meeting, if not before. 
 
Huron Creek Party Store 
Please refer to my January and February 2010 Township Board reports regarding the recent zoning enforcement action on this 
property. Per the advice of the Township attorney (Peter Flintoft), I have issued a Civil Infraction ticket for the illegal 
freestanding sign. A formal hearing in District Court had been scheduled for June 14, 2010, but we adjourned the hearing in 
order to try to work toward a solution without going to court. On June 1, 2010, I met with Mr. Flintoft, the owner of the Huron 
Creek Party Store, and his attorney to discuss the Civil Infraction. This meeting did not result in any resolution to the Civil 
Infraction. I will give the Township Board a verbal update on this matter at the June 15th meeting. 
 
Post 46 Hunt & Fish Club 
Dexter Township has recently received complaints from residents around Silver Lake regarding the firearm noise from the 
shooting range at the Post 46 Hunt & Fish Club property at 8888 Dexter-Townhall Road (parcel 04-03-400-015). These 
residents have stated that the noise is excessively loud when it is detected from their properties around Silver Lake. 
Specifically, they have said that members/guests of the club have recently started using automatic firearms that sound 
louder than firearms heard previously. I am in the process of investigating whether such a use would be in conflict with 
state law (Act 269 of 1989), the Anti-Noise and Nuisance Ordinance (Township Ordinance #5), the Zoning Ordinance, or 
the previously approved site plan of the property. I will consult with the Township attorney on this matter and update the 
Board as necessary.

Approval of the Meeting Minutes - Motion by Lewis, supported by Adams, to approve the 
minutes, for March 23, 2010, as amended. Carried 6-0. 

III. Public Comment – None 

IV. Action Items –  

1. Public Hearing on Amended Site Plan for the Servants of the Word.  

Steven Oberholtzer, 13411 Riker Road, Chelsea- said that he lived across the lake from 
Servants of the Word and asked if the proposed site plans gave them any access to Riker 
Lake.  

Stuart Ferguson, Steward and representative for the Servants of the Word, answered No. 
They do not have access to Riker Lake and cannot do anything on Riker Lake.  

Rick Monier, 13511 Island Lake Road, Chelsea- Handed out pictures of natural drainage 
areas around the grounds of the Servants of the Word. He believes that they do not need to 
put in detention ponds and wanted to show the commissioners that there were where plenty 
of natural areas that flow directly into the natural lake.  

Tammy Lehman, 5697 S. Hayrake Hollow, Chelsea- asked what does “Recreation/Open 
Space” noted on the site plans mean? 

Ferguson said that they presently do not have any flat spots of land where they can gather 
and/or picnic.  The recreation/open space will be one acre of leveled ground for that purpose 
only.

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Lehman additionally asked, why are you proposing a cemetery? 

Ferguson explained that they are a ministerial religious institution and the “Brothers” would 
like to be buried together.  

Lehman asked that the minutes reflect that she is “absolutely, positively opposed” to the 
proposed site plans of Servants of the Word. She stated that she is a Realtor and believes that 
property values will be affected. She also thought it was wrong that the Township neglected 
to notice everyone in the area. She said that some of her neighbors did not get a Public 
Notice and doesn’t think that was right and/or fair not to notice everyone. 

**Note: After the April 27, 2010 Planning Commission meeting, Dexter Township staff 
reviewed the file of persons noticed and verified that all persons within 300 feet of the 
Servants of the Word property were, in fact, given notice in accordance with the Michigan 
Zoning Enabling Act. Persons living on the north side of Hayrake Hollow were not mailed 
a notice because their properties are located more than 300 feet from the Servants of the 
Word property.** 

Norman Koch, 14045 Island Lake Road, Chelsea- said he wished he had more neighbors 
like Servants of the Word. He doesn’t foresee any problems with the plans and is in support 
of the proposed site plans. 

Tappe read in to the minutes for public record a letter from Sam and Cheryl Vogel, 13875 
Island Lake Road, Chelsea, dated April 21, 2010. They stated in the contents of the letter that 
they “have no objections to what is being proposed in the site plan”.  

Sam and Cheryl Vogel’s letter is on file at the Township hall.  

Karen Edgar, 13890 Island Lake Road, Chelsea- said that the Servants of the Word are the 
best neighbors anyone could ask for. She is in support of the plans.  

No further discussion. Members will take all the public comments into consideration and 
review further at their May 25, 2010 meeting.  

2. Public Hearing on Zoning Ordinance Amendment 34-8-

These findings of fact apply to the amendments to Section 
10.01(D), which were recommended for approval by the Planning Commission at its 
February 23, 2010 meeting, and to the proposed amendments to Section 16.24(A), (B)(9), 
and (B)(17).

4. Kempf Shared Driveway – 
Sloan gave a brief history stating that everything had been revised to the satisfaction of the 
Township Attorney and Township Engineer. Therefore, Sloan recommends approval. All of 
the documents have been given to the Planning Commission for its review, and all of the 
documents are also on file at Dexter Township Hall. 

A motion was made by Korcek, supported by Lewis, to approve Kempf Shared Driveway.

5. Review Lyndon Township Proposed General Development Plan –

Zoning Board of Appeals Report 
For the Month of June, 2010 

 

June 1, 2010 – Regular ZBA meeting. 

1. Rex and Marcia Meabon (owners/applicants) 8495 Thurston.  This appeal seeks approval to demolish 
an existing house and garage and construction of a new house with attached garage.  The proposed house 
is within the required waterside setback and one side yard setback.   

DPZ Sloan presented the applicant’s request to the ZBA.  The ZBA heard oral testimony from the 
Meabon’s and their architect, Dick Knoff and written testimony from members of the public.   

The Meabon’s currently access their property from Thurston Road through adjoining parcels.  According to 
the applicant, the access route is not formally defined or surveyed and no formal easement agreements are 
in place or recorded.  The ZBA expressed concerns over access to the property.  In addition, the ZBA had 
issues with the size and scope of the project, storm water management and lakefront erosion due to the lack 
of a seawall.   

The ZBA deferred action on the request pending resolution of the access easement issue and to allow the 
applicant time to develop and submit a modified plan to minimize the setbacks required.  No time limit was 
imposed since the time to resolve the access easement issues could not be determined.   

2. Steve and Carol Cafego (owners/applicants) 8767 Grove.  The Cafegos applied for and were denied 
variances to demolish an existing cottage and build a new home in 1998.  They sued, the Court remanded 
the case back to the ZBA and, in October of 2000, the ZBA granted all of the previously denied variances 
under provisions of the 1973 Zoning Ordinance (ZO).  The Cafegos applied for a received a Zoning Permit 
for the project in August of 2001.  A footing inspection for the new structure was performed in May of 2002 
and, per the provided mortgage survey, found to be in compliance with the approved plot plan.  The 
applicants have proceeded, albeit very slowly, with construction of the new home ever since.   

In 2006, a neighbor commissioned a survey of their own property.  The survey indicated that the Cafegos 
new home encroached beyond the approved setbacks.  Investigation by the township revealed that the new 
home did encroach into the approved setback area and, in addition, the floor area ratio (a standard of the 
1973 ZO) exceeded that allowed by the approved variances.  The Cafegos have now applied for lot coverage 
(the new standard) and setback variances under the 2003 ZO to allow for the “as constructed” home.   

Members of the public (neighbors of the Cafegos) provided a great deal of comment concerning this 
request.  In addition, the Cafegos prepared a lengthy power-point presentation for the ZBA.  Due to the 
late hour and amount of additional evidence to be heard in the case, the ZBA deferred action, with the 
concurrence of the applicant, until the November 3, 2009 regular meeting.   

November 3, 2009 – This request was deferred from the October 6, 2009 meeting.  The Cafego’s 
completed their presentation to the ZBA and additional comments from the public were heard.  The ZBA 
voted to defer action on the case pending the receipt of a survey of the Cafego property performed and 
sealed by a surveyor licensed by the State of Michigan.   

May 4, 2010 – The applicant did submit a survey as required by the ZBA.  In addition, the applicant 
presented another power point presentation concerning the application.  The ZBA deliberated the case but 
deferred action pending receipt of recommendations developed by DPZ Sloan and the township attorney 
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and also to allow the applicant time to provide an explanation of why the non-conforming 2nd story area 
cannot be removed or altered in such a manner as to conform to the current Zoning Ordinance.   

June 1, 2010 – DPZ Sloan reported that the applicant had not, as requested, submitted any new 
information and that he and the township attorney had not completed drafting recommendations for 
the ZBA.  The applicant was not present at the meeting.  The ZBA deferred action on the request 
until the July meeting.   

3. Karen Nolte and Tina Rand (owners & applicants).  This appeal seeks variances to allow a brick patio 
and wall that was constructed without a zoning permit.     

February 2, 2010 – The ZBA heard testimony from the applicants and one neighbor and deferred action 
pending the submission of an alternate plan by the applicants.  

April 13, 2010 – The ZBA accepted additional written and oral evidence from Ms. Nolte and Ms. Rand as 
well as members of the public pertaining to the case.  After lengthy deliberation, the ZBA took action to 
defer action to allow the ZBA time to gather additional neighborhood data, allow the applicant time to 
prepare and submit an alternate design and due to the late hour.  

May 4, 2010 – The ZBA accepted additional written and oral evidence from Ms. Nolte and Ms. Rand as 
well as members of the public pertaining to the case.  After lengthy deliberation, the ZBA took action to 
defer action to allow the ZBA time to review the additional information submitted by the applicant and also 
for the applicant to work with DPZ Sloan to submit a detailed alternate plan to address the concerns of the 
ZBA.   

June 1, 2010 – The ZBA accepted additional written and oral evidence from Ms. Nolte and Ms. Rand 
pertaining to the case.  The appeal was denied after the ZBA deliberated the request according to 
the standards of review and found that the requested variances did not meet all the required 
standards of the Zoning Ordinance.   

4. Donald and Nancy Bieske, 9586 Winston Drive.  The purpose of this request is to allow construction of 
a second story.  Plans for the requested construction were distributed at the meeting.   

September 1, 2009 – The ZBA heard oral and written public comment and questioned the applicant 
concerning his plans and took action to defer further consideration of the request pending receipt of plot 
plan determined by the DPZ to be in conformance with Section 6.03(A) of the Zoning Ordinance including 
a storm water runoff plan, reviewed and reported on by the township engineer for compliance to standards.   

April 13, 2010 – The ZBA deferred any action on the case due to the late hour (12:30 a.m.).   

May 4, 2010 - The ZBA reviewed the storm water runoff plan submitted and heard additional testimony 
from the applicant.  The ZBA deliberated the request according to the standards of review and found that 
the requested variances did not meet all the required standards of the Zoning Ordinance and therefore the 
request could not be approved as requested.  With the agreement of the applicant, the ZBA deferred final 
action on the application to the next meeting to allow the applicant an opportunity to submit an amended 
application for consideration.    

June 1, 2010 – The ZBA approved, with conditions, requested variances per the applicant’s amended 
application to allow the replacement of a 4/12 pitch roof with a 12/12 pitch roof.   

5. The ZBA approved meeting minutes from the April 13, 2010 and May 4, 2010 meetings.   
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6. The ZBA took action to reschedule the July 6, 2010 meeting to July 13, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. due to the 
Independence Day holiday week.   

7. The ZBA approved changing the start time of the remaining (August through December) 2010 regular ZBA 
meetings from 7:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. and asked Kelly to put confirmation of the starting time change on 
the Township Board’s June 15, 2010 meeting agenda.   

The next regular ZBA meeting is Tuesday, July 13 2010 at 6:00 p.m.
