Current Site Plans

The Dexter Township Planning Commission is currently in the process of reviewing the following site plans:

1.

Inverness Inn (Amended Site Plan/Special Land Use Permit)

13996 N. Territorial Road (parcels 04-18-463-022, -023, and -029)

The applicants are proposing to add a 20" x 40’ patio on the rear of the building for outdoor dining. The applicants
are also proposing storm water management improvements, a new freestanding sign (which was constructed
without a variance or Zoning Permit), and additional parking in the rear of the lot that is gravel. While the
applicants have paid the necessary fees, their site plan is not yet complete. The Township Engineer and | reviewed
the updated plans in November and sent a review letters to the applicants. | recently spoke with the applicants and
their engineer, and they are working on revising the plans and addressing the comments of the Township Engineer
and me.

Hartman Farms (Final Site Plan)

Southeast corner of the Dexter Townhall Rd./Quigley Rd. intersection (parcels 04-22-200-001 & -022)

The Township Engineer (Matt Parks) and | met with the applicants (Bob Guenther and Todd Pascoe) on August
24, 2011 to discuss the status of the project. The applicants have been keeping all of their permits (Road
Commission, MDEQ, etc.) active. They are currently working on revisions to the site plan and plan to appear
before the Planning Commission within the next few months. These revisions include conforming landscaping
and proposing construction in phases. Due to current economic conditions, they want to phase the 70 units over

several years beginning in 2013. 1 will wait to see the phasing plan before making a recommendation on it. On
September 23", I notified the applicants of all of the zoning-related deficiencies on the site plan. I have not yet
received a revised site plan.

3. Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Authority — Hudson Mills (Amended Site Plan)
Hudson Mills, off of N. Territorial Road entrance (parcels 04-24-100-001 & 04-24-400-001)
In the summer of 2010, Hudson Mills expanded the parking lot and reconfigured the drives at its activity center.
Because the use involves more than 2 parking spaces, the Planning Commission must approve an amendment to
the site plan. HCMA was not aware that site plan approval was required. In November, HCMA submitted a site
plan for review. The Township Engineer and I provided comments on this plan. We recently received a revised
site plan, and we are currently in the process of reviewing it. | anticipate that the site plan will be complete in time
to be on the January 24™ Planning Commission agenda.

There was no schedule November meeting of the WWRA.

New WWRA Board Membership

This was the first meeting of the new WWRA Board membership. The five WWRA member
municipalities are Dexter Township, Lyndon Township, Lima Township, Manchester Township
and the City of Chelsea.

Bridgewater Township is an Associate member — they pay the Operational Assessment but not
the Single Stream Bond Assessment. Thus, they have no voting rights on the WWRA Board but
are invited to attend the WWRA Board meetings. However, Bridgewater Township currently has
no designated individual to attend the WWRA meetings.

As of December 1, 2011 the Village of Manchester and Sylvan Township are no longer members
of the WWRA because they chose to not participate in developing the single stream system asset
or continue with recyclable material pick up.

Commodity Prices

Following historical market patterns, commodity prices have begun to drop for the winter.
WWRA will store pallets of packaged commodities until prices rise again in the new year.
However, November revenue was $39,164 — one of the best Novembers on record.

Operational Status
The system is currently operational. No repairs are anticipated at this time.

In early December one of the furnaces began to shoot flames and became inoperable. A new
furnace was purchased with a five-year warranty for $9,400. Installation was expected on
December 15"

The WWRA Board approved a change in the disposal of trash and colored glass:
Currently, trash is stored in an old garbage truck at disposed of at the Chelsea dump and
colored glass is transported off-site for disposal. The projected cost to maintain this
disposal method for 2012 is $14,600.
The WRAA Board approved changing the disposal method. A used trash compactor and
45-yard bin for the disposal of trash and colored glass was approved for purchase at a
cost of $7,500. The bin will be trucked to a landfill in Plymouth by the WWRA at an
estimated annual cost of $2,784. Total trash and colored glass disposal costs in 2012 are
now projected at $10,284.
This change will result in a projected savings of over $4,300 for 2012. In addition the old
garbage truck will be sold for scrap, which is estimated to be worth $2,000.

City of Chelsea Bin Site
The Kennedy Management Group asked the WWRA to remove the bins from the United States
Post Office site at Old U.S. 12 and M-52. The site was moved on December 14" to the parking

lot of Chelsea Lanes. The City of Chelsea remains in negotiations to obtain donated land for a
new permanent bin site on Old Manchester Road.

Proposed Operating Assessment for Senior Living Facilities

In the City of Chelsea three Senior Living Facilities have asked for a 70% reduction in their
WWRA Operating Assessment. According to Frank Hammer, this request is due to the fact that
these facilities have dedicated recycling rooms that collect materials from their residents. They
also expend staff time on storing and bringing the recyclables to a single pick up location for the
WWRA trucks. This work eases the collection work of the WWRA staff greatly. 1 would
appreciate hearing the opinion of Dexter Township Board members as this item is scheduled for a
vote at the WWRA’s meeting in January.

Single Stream Project
Engineers are working with the equipment company to finalize the floor plan and layout of the
building expansion. The project will be bid out early in 2012.

2012 WWRA Budget

The 2011 Final Amended Budget and 2012 Initial Budget were unanimously approved.
The 2011 Final Amended Budget totals $874,951.00 in revenue and $868,001.00 in
expenditures. (+$6,950.00)
2011 Final Revenue is $36,514 higher than projected in the 2011 Initial Budget.
2011 Final Expenditures are $30,200 higher than projected in the 2011 Initial Budget.
2011 expenditures were higher than projected due to significant maintenance issues on
several pieces of equipment. These pieces included: the 2005 and 2007 Sterling Trucks,
the JCB Loader, the 2009 Forklift, the 1997 Kramer Loader, 1995 Wabash Trailer, the
1997 International Tractor, the 2006 F350 Truck, the 1986 Trash Truck. Bailer
maintenance was 59% higher than anticipated. Workers Compensation nearly $4,300
higher than projected.
The 2012 Budget has a projected surplus of $34,729.20.
Revenue from commaodities is projected at a 10% increase for 2012. This is based upon
anticipated volume increases from the start-up of the single stream system on September
1st. Note that the WWRA had $756,356 in revenue in 2010 and $874,951 in 2011 — an
increase of 15.7% with no changes to the collection system other than adding bin
collection in Putnam Township for half of the year.

WWRA Staff Pay Raises?

WWRA Chairperson Frank Hammer will be bringing forward recommendations for staff pay
raises in early 2012. No pay raises can occur without a vote of the WWRA Board. | would
appreciate the Dexter Township Board’s input on this issue. | told WWRA Chairperson Hammer
that any recommendations must be supported by documentation of performance and/or pay scale
research. He assured me that information would be provided with the proposal.

Criterion for PC membership also includes
representation of all interests in the township including agriculture, business, recreation,
education, etc. The Planning Commission is responsible for making and adopting a basic
plan to be used as a guide for the development of the township and for the evaluation and
approval or denial of site plans for development in the township.

On October 11", Dexter Township received a letter (attached) from the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA). The purpose of this letter is to notify Dexter Township that a new Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) and
Flood Insurance Study (FIS) will become effective on April 3, 2012. In 2007, FEMA sent draft copies of the FIRMs
and FIS for review and comment. FEMA requested comments and also held open houses for the public. After |
reviewed the FIRMs and FIS, I did not have any comments for FEMA.

In November, Dexter Township received FEMA’s official FIS and FIRMs. The FIS is in my office and the FIRMs are
hanging in the Meeting Room at the Township Hall. In addition, FEMA also sent digital layers of the floodplains.
This has allowed me to create custom maps in GIS by overlaying the floodplain layer over the parcels and 2010 aerial
photos. So far, | have created 2 custom maps: 1 of all Dexter Township and 1 that is zoomed into the Portage Lake
area. These maps are posted in the Meeting Room at the Township Hall and are more user-friendly than the FIRMs
sent by FEMA. In the near future, | plan to create custom maps for the remaining floodplain areas in Dexter Township
(i.e., Silver Lake, North Lake, Half Moon Lake, and the Huron River).

Prior to April 3, 2012, Dexter Township is required, as a condition of continued eligibility in the National Flood
Insurance Program (NFIP), to adopt or show evidence of adoption of floodplain management regulations that meet the
standards of the NFIP regulations. The Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) has a sample
ordinance and resolution (both attached) for local governments to use that will meet FEMA’s requirements. These are
boilerplate documents that were approved by the Michigan Attorney General’s Office. The Township Attorney has
reviewed these documents and recommends approving them. | filled in the relevant parts of these documents to be
unique to Dexter Township, and both revised documents are attached for your review. The sample ordinance and
resolution mainly affirm that floodplain enforcement is part of the state building code, and they designate the building
official as the administrator. While they do not preclude additional zoning regulations, this is a topic that should be
addressed in the Zoning Ordinance.

Because the resolution and ordinance do not need to take effect until April 3, 2012, the Township Board has plenty of
time to review the materials and obtain answers to any questions it may have.

This is to formally notify you of the final flood hazard determination for your community in compliance
with Title 44, Chapter I, Part 67, Code of Federal Regulations. On February 19, 1987, the Department of
Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) issued a Flood Insurance Rate
Map (FIRM) that identified the Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs) the areas subject to inundation by
the base (1-percent-annual-chance) flood in the Township of Dexter, Washtenaw County, Michigan.
Recently, FEMA completed a re-evaluation of flood hazards in your community. On July 27, 2007,
FEMA provided you with Preliminary copies of the Flood Insurance Study (FIS) report and FIRM that
identify existing flood hazards in your community.

FEMA has not received any comments on the Preliminary copies of the FIS report and FIRM.
Accordingly, the FIS report and FIRM for your community will become effective on April 3, 2012.
Before the effective date, FEMA will send you final printed copies of the FIS report and FIRM.

Because the FIS for your community has been completed, certain additional requirements must be met
under Section 1361 of the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended, within 6 months from the
date of this letter. Prior to April 3, 2012, your community is required, as a condition of continued
eligibility in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), to adopt or show evidence of adoption of
floodplain management regulations that meet the standards of Paragraph 60.3(d) of the NFIP regulations
(44 CFR 59, etc.). These standards are the minimum requirements and do not supersede any State or
local requirements of a more stringent nature.

It must be emphasized that all the standards specified in Paragraph 60.3(d) of the NFIP regulations must
be enacted in a legally enforceable document. This includes adoption of the current effective FIS report
and FIRM to which the regulations apply and the other modifications made by this map revision. Some
of the standards should already have been enacted by your community in order to establish eligibility in
the NFIP. Any additional requirements can be met by taking one of the following actions:

1. Amending existing regulations to incorporate any additional requirements of Paragraph 60.3(d);

2. Adopting all the standards of Paragraph 60.3(d) into one new, comprehensive set of regulations;
or

3. Showing evidence that regulations have previously been adopted that meet or exceed the
minimum requirements of Paragraph 60.3(d).
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Communities that fail to enact the necessary floodplain management regulations will be suspended from
participation in the NFIP and subject to the prohibitions contained in Section 202(a) of the Flood Disaster

Protection Act of 1973 as amended.

In addition to your community using the FIS report and FIRM to manage development in the floodplain,
FEMA will use the FIS report to establish appropriate flood insurance rates. On the effective date of the
revised FIRM, actuarial rates for flood insurance will be charged for all new structures and substantial
improvements to existing structures located in the identified SFHAs. These rates may be higher if
structures are not built in compliance with the floodplain management standards of the NFIP. The
actuarial flood insurance rates increase as the lowest elevations (including basement) of new structures
decrease in relation to the Base Flood Elevations established for your community. This is an important
consideration for new construction because building at a higher elevation can greatly reduce the cost of

flood insurance.

To assist your community in maintaining the FIRM, we have enclosed a Summary of Map Actions to
document previous Letter of Map Change (LOMC) actions (i.e., Letters of Map Amendment, Letters of
Map Revision) that will be superseded when the revised FIRM panels referenced above become effective.
Information on LOMC:s is presented in the following four categories: (1) LOMCs for which results have
been included on the revised FIRM panels; (2) LOMCs for which results could not be shown on the
revised FIRM panels because of scale limitations or because the LOMC issued had determined that the lots
or structures involved were outside the SFHA as shown on the FIRM; (3) LOMCs for which results have
not been included on the revised FIRM panels because the flood hazard information on which the original
determinations were based is being superseded by new flood hazard information; and (4) LOMCs issued
for multiple lots or structures where the determination for one or more of the lots or structures cannot be
revalidated through an administrative process like the LOMC:s in Category 2 above. LOMCs in Category
2 will be revalidated through a single letter that reaffirms the validity of a previously issued LOMC; the
letter will be sent to your community shortly before the effective date of the revised FIRM and will
become effective 1 day after the revised FIRM becomes effective. For the LOMCs listed in Category 4,
we will review the data previously submitted for the LOMA or LOMR request and issue a new
determination for the affected properties after the revised FIRM becomes effective.

The FIRM and FIS report for your community have been prepared in our countywide format, which
means that flood hazard information for all jurisdictions within Washtenaw County has been combined
into one FIRM and FIS report. When the FIRM and FIS report are printed and distributed, your
community will receive only those panels that present flood hazard information for your community. We
will provide complete sets of the FIRM panels to county officials, where they will be available for review

by your community

The FIRM panels have been computer-generated. Once the FIRM and FIS report are printed and
distributed, the digital files containing the flood hazard data for the entire county can be provided to your
community for use in a computer mapping system. These files can be used in conjunction with other
thematic data for floodplain management purposes, insurance purchase and rating requirements, and
many other planning applications. Copies of the digital files or paper copies of the FIRM panels may be
obtained by calling our FEMA Map Information eXchange (FMIX), toll free, at 1-877-FEMA MAP
(1-877-336-2627). In addition, your community may be eligible for additional credits under our
Community Rating System if you implement your activities using digital mapping files.

WHEREAS, as of November of 2004 the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)
requires that communities have an adopted Hazard Mitigation Plan as a requirement to receiving
funding under certain FEMA programs; and,

WHEREAS, the Hazard Mitigation Plan ranks hazards for the community, and identifies
goals, objectives and strategies to reduce overall damage and impact from the natural and
technological hazards; and,

WHEREAS, Dexter Township has worked with Washtenaw County to prepare a Hazard
Mitigation Plan, by participating in the planning process and providing comments with respect to
hazards, vulnerable areas and strategies; and,

WHEREAS, residents, community officials, business owners, educational institutions,
neighboring jurisdictions and the Michigan State Police Division of Emergency Management
have had the opportunity to review the plan and their comments have been incorporated; and,

WHEREAS, on September 21, 2004 the Dexter Township Board of Trustees, by a majority
vote, passed resolution 04-110, a resolution to adopt the Hazard Mitigation Plan; and,

WHEREAS, the adopted Hazard Mitigation Plan has been reviewed and is current and
adequate as written,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

1. The Hazard Mitigation Plan is hereby re-adopted as an official plan of Dexter Township.

2. The Hazard Mitigation Plan will be an annual agenda item for the Dexter Township
Board to review. The annual review shall include the following:

a. A review of the original plan.

b. A review of any disasters or emergencies that occurred during the previous
calendar year.

c. A review of actions taken, including what was accomplished during the previous
year.

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d. A discussion of implementation problems.
e. Recommendations for new projects or revised action items. Such
recommendations shall be subject to the approval by Dexter Township.

4. The Township Supervisor will be responsible for ensuring that the strategies in the Plan
are implemented, with the understanding that implementation is based on the availability
of funding and staff resources.
